Interview judging for this project will be on Non-Livestock judging day at the Jr. Fair 
building. Please refer to the 4-H calendar for judging dates. 
 
*Requirements for Judging:  
1. Completed project book.  
2. Display of something learned in the project. 
3. Member may choose to bring their cat (in a cage), but it is not required. 
 
Project Display 
Prepare a display that shows the judge and fair visitors what you learned and 
accomplished in your project. For example, something you made, visuals or other items 
used to complete project activities, or a poster to share learned information.  
Your project book cannot serve as your project display.

At the Wood County Fair, your 4-H project will be displayed in the Wood County Jr. Fair 
building in your 4-H Club assigned booth.
